4.  Entry fees at reduced rates for livestock classes. 
5.  A vote at General Meetings of the Society. 
6.  Members within the restricted boundary eligible to compete in all Farms 
and Crops Competitions. 
 

Senior Citizens (i.e. those aged 60 years, or more) may become full 
members at two thirds of the full rate (i.e. £20.00) but the onus rests with the 
person concerned to apply for this concession.  
 

Subscriptions are due on 1st January each year and, if not paid by 31st 
July, an additional subscription of £5.00 (including V.A.T.) will be charged.  
Unless these amounts are paid in full, badges and passes for the Show will 
not be issued. 
 

Badges and Passes to the Show are normally despatched by post about 2 
weeks before the Show in a plain envelope; if these have not been received 
seven days before the Show, please contact the Show Office.
